VENDOR AGREEMENT – 
FESTIVAL RULES/GUIDELINES

CONT.-->

1. CONFIRMATION AND BOOTH ASSIGNMENT: Booth space is limited and vendors are selected on a 
�rst-come/�rst-serve basis. Acceptance and booth location are determined by the date application and full 
payment is postmarked. Upon acceptance, you will receive a Day-Of Information Packet that includes your 
con�rmation letter with a receipt, directions to site, load-in information, map with your booth number, 
parking and hotel information. Booths will be numbered and indicated on the map.

2. BOOTH SPACES are 10'x10' or 10'x20.' You can rent 5 additional feet of exterior space allowing you to sell 
out of 2 sides of your booth. See 10'x15' & 10'x25' on the Booth Rental Fee chart. Festival provides only the 
space; vendors must provide their own booths, tents (white canopies only), tables, chairs, etc. or may 
purchase from the festival, whose sta� will set up the tent(s) for you. Please contact 
Josh@FreePressSummerFest.com for pricing and details. 

3. SALES / SUBLEASING: Sales must take place within your booth. No subleasing of booths allowed.

4. EQUIPMENT RENTAL: Please contact Josh@FreePressSummerFest.com regarding any other additional 
equipment rental needs you might have. 

5. EXCLUSIVITY: Types of merchandise sold must be included in application and approved by festival. For an 
exclusive on any product write to Vendors@FreePressSummerFest.com

6.LATE FEES: After 5/1/2012 vendors pay a $120 late fee. Vendors paying on the day of the event will pay a 
$150 day-of fee.

7. DEPOSITS are non-refundable.

8. FOOD VENDORS: Fees will be the posted price on page 1 plus 15% of your gross sales. Temporary Health 
Permit: City of Houston Health Department, 8000 N. Stadium Dr., Houston, TX 77054; 832-393-5100. M.-F., 7 
AM – 5 PM. Health code requires plywood �ooring or pavement under your booth. Downloaded 
application at: www.houstontx.gov/health/Food/Temp_Permit_Package_06272011.pdf. Fill out pages 1 & 
5. Festival sends Health Dept. the map & publicity for the Festival. Vendors must have a �re extinguisher 
(Rated 2-A, 10-B:C or better) with a Current Inspection Sticker. Fire Marshall will inspect your booth. 
Insurance: food vendors are responsible for maintaining $250,000 liability insurance. Certi�cate of Liability 
must list Free Press Summer Fest, Free Press Houston, and the City of Houston as the additional insured's.

9. ALCOHOL: Vendors wanting alcohol for personal consumption must buy it from the Festival. We will 
arrange discounted pricing. Bringing alcohol onto the Festival ground will be grounds for eviction from the 
Festival.

10. WASTE DISPOSAL: It is the vendor's responsibility to keep the booth and the surrounding area clean. 
Vendors must provide their own garbage receptacles and garbage bags. Vendors failing to abide by waste 
disposal guidelines will jeopardize their participation in future events.

11. EVENT DAY SETUP: Vendors will not be allowed to set up until fees are paid. Booth location is 
determined by date of payment. Vendor check-in will begin on Fri, June 1 @ 3 PM. Speci�c information 
including your time to load-in will be included in your Day-of Information Packet. Con�rmed vendors will 
be given �rst priority. There will be no registrations the day of the event. Vendors who have not sent in an 
application with fees paid will not be admitted. Vehicles & Parking: No vehicles will be allowed on festival 
grounds after 9 AM or prior to 10 PM on Sat. or Sun. Vendors requiring restocking of supplies may re-enter 
the festival area with dolly. Business Hours: Vendors must be ready for business by 11 AM and will not be 
allowed to break down their booth until 10 PM.

12. SOUND LEVELS: Vendor Music will be monitored. Excessive noise levels will not be tolerated. Vendors 
selling music/CDs/cassettes, etc. are encouraged to allow customers to sample music using headphones or 
play music at a moderate level. We will warn you twice after that you will be removed without refund.



OTHER REQUIRED INFORMATION
ALL VENDORS MUST REPORT ALL ITEMS THAT WILL BE SOLD AND FIRST AND LAST NAMES OF ALL PERSONNEL 
THAT WILL BE ON SITE. ALL FOOD VENDORS MUST LIST ALL FOODS THAT WILL BE SOLD FOR FPSF APPROVAL.

Applicant releases and forever discharges Free Press Houston, Pegstar, EWMedia, and all sponsoring 
organizations, plus the employees, contractors, o�cers, directors and volunteers of any such organizations from 
any responsibility, personal liability or claims of loss or damage arising out of, or in conjunction with participation 
in the Free Press Summer Fest.

13. PROHIBITED: Vendors may not sell: alcohol or drug paraphernalia, and NO beverage sales under any 
circumstances unless written authorization is provided by organizers. Any vendor caught selling beverages 
will be evicted from festival area without a refund. 

14. SALES TAX: It is the vendor's responsibility to adhere to city and state tax guidelines in the collection 
and payment of sales tax. The Texas Sales Tax Info Line is: 800-252-5555

15. ONLY ITEMS listed on a list included with your vendor application and approved by the festival may be 
sold.

16.ICE: Vendors who will require ice will have to buy it from FPSF once inside the grounds and ice will not 
be provided or allowed to be distributed without payment.         

17. SECURITY: The site is fenced and the Festival has security. Note: Vendor will be solely responsible
for the security and safety of their cash, coupons, equipment, goods, inventory, supplies or any other 
property.

18. FESTIVAL GUIDELINES will be strictly monitored. If violations occur, two warnings will be issued. 
Additional violations will result in removal from the Festival site by Police without refund.

19. ACTS OF GOD: The festival producers, promoters, sponsors, sta�/employees, volunteers, etc. are in no 
way responsible or liable for personal adversity or acts of God.

20. RAIN OUT POLICY: If a date is cancelled due to rain, technical problems or any other act of God beyond 
the control of the festival the following shall apply: If a rain date for the Festival is scheduled, Vendor may 
set up and the booth fee only will be waived, however, other fees will still apply.
